Meeting was opened at 6:08 PM
1. Minutes for January 5, 2015 were unanimously approved with corrections via email.
2. Action Items:
· Water Conservation Tips:  Claire presented completed tips in English and Spanish. They are ready for duplication and distribution.  Claire is proceeding to try and get the tips added to the SH water bills.  Claire is also trying to get the tips and other EAC info placed on the SH website.

· [bookmark: _GoBack]Climate Smart Village and Carbon Reduction Campaign:  SH is now an official NYSDEC Climate Smart Village and is listed as such on the DEC website.  Discussion on Bhavya’s proposed “15% in 2015” carbon reduction strategy was tabled until the next meeting awaiting further update from Bhavya.

· Spring Clean Up:  EAC will provide support for Riversweep in May (Claire will check with Anthony on date).  It was decided that the EAC will focus its energy on three major parks: Douglas, Kingsland Point, and Devries. Members will team up in groups of two or more at each of these three locations and help with logistical support.  It was agreed that EAC members will wear identifiable t-shirts (Francois will look into the t-shirt production).  Claire will check with  Anthony to make sure that the cost of printing the t-shirts can be covered by the village through our budget request.  Claire will send out a separate email to ask for EAC volunteers for specific locations once we find out the date.  Details and responsibilities will be finalized at the April 6th EAC meeting.

3.  EAC Mission discussion (moved up on the agenda):  
The resolution that established the EAC was reviewed and it was determined that the committee purpose can be interpreted fairly broadly.  It was further determined that some future action items could be somewhat broad in scope (carbon reduction, etc.) while others should be more village/locally based (clean parks, roads salt impacts reduction, etc.).

4.  Reports and Updates:
· Complete Streets Resolution:  Claire reported that the Planning Board discussed the guidelines on January 22nd following a presentation by Claire who also answered questions.  The Planning Board Chairman asked Claire for the full resolution which had not been provided to them in advance.  After passing out the resolution, the Chairman indicated that they would need further review before offering an opinion to the Trustees.  The EAC decided that we would not ask the Trustees to reconsider the matter until after the election and budget deliberations were behind us – probably some time in May.

· Logo:  A minor redesign is needed to finalize the logo that can't be done by the person who assisted with the digital version.  Chaitanya Reddy (original logo designer) will be asked if he would take a shot at making the fix.  If not, Claire will try to obtain the digital files and forward them to Dan who will look into how the fix might be accomplished digitally.  

· Broadway Street Tree Improvement:  Claire and Francois, along with the Tree Commission, have been in discussion with Anthony about several suggested changes in the contract.  Apparently, it is too late in the game to make any changes to the actual contract since it's already been bid out and awarded.  However, it may still be possible tweak the tree species to be planted through a “change order” after the contract is initiated.  There's nothing more we can do until project implementation – some time after April 1st.

· Road Salt:  Dave reported on his research into possible ways to lessen the environmental impact of road salting.  Francois volunteered to have a discussion with Richard Gross, DPW director, about SH road salting (amount and type).  Francois also volunteered to ask Richie to meet with the EAC in the next several months for further discussion.  Once info is gathered, Dan has agreed to work with Dave to come up with suggestions for next winter’s de-icing in SH that might have a positive environmental value.

5.  EAC Budget Request:
Due to time constraints and the necessary canceling of our February meeting because of bad weather, the matter was handled via an email poll. A proposal for $500 with a list of suggested items to be covered was submitted to Anthony in mid-February via email.

8.  Guest Presentation:
Sharon Camlic, a Sleepy Hollow resident who is working with a program called  “Solarize Westchester,” presented an idea for educating SH residents on the benefits of home solar conversion.  She is seeking EAC support for a grant request to establish an education initiative in our area.  This suggestion will be discussed at the next EAC meeting.
